l. Short titlc, commcnccmcnt and application.-(l) Tlese r€gularions may be called the Indian M€djcine Cenrral
Council (Minimun slandards ofEducation in Indian Medicine) AmeDdmenl Regulalions, 20t9.

(2) They shall cone into force on the date of their publicalion in the Official cazetre.

VI).- ln exercise of the powers conle.red by clauses (i), 0) and (k) of sub-section ( I )
of section 33 read with sub,section (1) of section 20 of lhe Homoeopathy Central Council Acr, t9?3 (59 of 1973), the
Central Council of Homoeopathy, with the prcvious sanction of the Cenlral cove.nmenr, hereby makes the fb owing
regulations further to amend the Homoeopathy (Degree Course) Regulntion s, I 983, namely:-

l. ( I) These regulalions may be called the Homoeopathy (Degre€ Course) Amendment Regulations. 2019.

(2) They shall come into force on the date oftheir publicaiion in thc Of}icial caze$€.

(3) These re-qulations shall apply lo students who shall be admitted fbr B.H.M.S. €ourse tiom the commencement oi
the academic session (2019-2020).

'2. In the Homoeopathy (Degree Course) Regulalions, 1983 (hereinafter referred to as the said regulalions), (he regulation
4,A, shallb€ subslituted. namely:-

"4A. Criteria for Selection of sludents - (i) There shall be a uniform enr.rnce e^anxnr;6n to all medical insritutions ar
the under-graduate level, namely, rhe 'Nalional Eligibility Entrance Tesl' (NEET) for admission to under-graduar€ course
in each academic year and shall be conducted by an aulhority designated by lhe Central cove.nmcnt.

(ii) I. order to be eligible for admission to under-gradkte cours€ for an academic year. it shall be necessary tbr a

candidate to oblain minimum of marks at 50'" percenlile in the 'National Eligibility Enlranc€ Test for under-graduare
course held fo. the said academic year:

.. Provided that in respect of-

(a) candidrles b€longnrg to the Scheduled Casles, the Scheduled Tribes and Orher Backward Classes, the minimum
marks shallbe at 40'" percenlile.

(b) candidates with benchndrk d;sabilities specified under the Rights of Persons wilh Disabil;ries Acr, 2016 (49 of 2016),
the mininrum marks shru be at 45'' percentile for g€neral calegory and 40't percenlile for the Schedul€d Cast€s, rhe
Schcdllcd Tribe\ and Olher Brckwrrd Classes.

E planation.-The petcentile shall be determined on the basis ofhighest nurks secured in the all India coonron
meril lisl in the 'National Eligibilily Entrance Test for under,gmduale cours€s:

' Prcvided fu.ther that when sufficient number of candidates in the respective categories fail to secure minimum
marks ir the Nitional Eligibility Entrance Test', as specified above. held lbr any academic year fbr adrnission ro
undergraduate courses, lhe Central Govemmenl in consultation with Cenrral Council may al its discretion lower lhe
minimum arks .equired for admission io under-graduate course for candidrtes belonging 10 respcctive categories and
marks so lowered by rhe Cenkal Govern ent shall be appl;cable for (hal acadenric year only.

(c) tive p€rcent of rhe annual sanctioned intake capacity in Covernment or Covemment-aided higher educarional
institutions shallbe filled up by candidates with b€nchmark disabilities in accordance with the provisions ofrhe Righls oi
Percons with D isabiliries Act, 20 1 6 (49 of 20 16), based on the medt list ol National Eligibility-cum-Enrrance Test .

Explanalion.- For lhis purpose lhe 'Sp€citied Disabilrty conlained in lhe Schedule to the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities Acr. 2016 (49 of 2016). is annexed in Ann€xure 'C' and the eligjbility of candidates lo pursue a course in
homoeopalhic nredicine with specified disability shall b€ jn rccordance with Annexu.e 'D' and if the seats reserved for
tfic pcrscrns wilh disab;lilics in a paniculu. caregory remain unfilled on account of unavailability of candidates, rhe seats

shall be iDcluded in the an.ual sanctioned seats fo. the respective Category.

(iii) An all India €ommon merit list as well as Slate-wise merit list of th€ eligibl€ candidates shall be prcpared or the
basis of ihe marks obtain€d in the 'National Eligibility Entrance Test' and th€ €andidates, within the rcspective
catcgorics, shall be adrnilted lo under-graduale conrse from the said nerit Iisls only.

(iv) Th€ s€at malrix for admjssjon in the Covernment, Oovemmenl-aided Institutions and Private Institutiors rhall be
fifteen percent lbr the all India quora and €jghtyjive percent for thc States and Unjon tcrrirorjes quota.
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Prorided that the seat matrix for admission in any Deemed Universities shall be hundred percent.for the all India quota
and those Universities and lnstitutes which are already having more than fifteen percent all lndia quota seats shall
continue to maintain that quota.

(v) The designated authoriry for counseling of e;ghiy-five percent. State and Union t€ritory quota for admissions to
undeFgraduate course in all Homoeopathic educational institutions in the States and Union tenitories including
insritutions establ;shed by the State Covemmenr, Udversity, Trusl, Society, Minority Insti(ution, Corporarion or
Company shall be the respective State or Union territory in accordance with the relevant rules and regulations of the
concerned Slate or Union te.ritory Govemment, as the case may be.

(vi) Th€ counseling fof all admissions to under-graduate course for seats under the all India quota as well as for all
Homoeopathy €ducational institutions established by the Central Covemment and any Deemed Universities shall b€
conducr€d by the authority designated by the Central Gov€rnmenr.

(vii) No candidate who has failed to obtain the minimum eligibility rnarks as specified above shall be admitled to
unde.-gmduate course in the said academic year.

(viii) No authority or institution shall admit any candidale 10 the under-graduare course in contravention of the criteria or
procedure as laid down by thes€ regulations in respect of admissions and any candidate admilt€d in conlravention of the
snid crite.ia or procedure shall b€ discharged by the Central Council forthwith.

(ix) Tbe authority or institution wbich grants admission to any student in coDtravention of the aforesaid criteria or
p.ocedure shall be liable to face action;n terms oftbe provisions offte Act.

(x) For foreign nalional cnndidat€s any other equivalent qualificalion to be approved by the Cenlral Oovernmenr nay be
allowed, and entrance examination fbr admission to under-graduate course namely the'National Eligibility Entrnn€e
Test' (NEET) shall not be applicable for foreign national candidates.

(xi) A candidate shall be eligible for the competitive exanination if he has passed any of the qualifying examinalions
specified under regulation 4l

Provided thal a cnndidate who has appeared in the qualifying examination and the result of which has noi been
declared, he may be provisionally permitted to take up the competitive examination and in case of selection tbf
admission to the B.H.M.S. Course, he shall not be admitted to lhat cou.se until he fulfills the eUgibility cdteria under
regulation 4.

(b) aulis spectrum disorder" means a neuro-developmental condition typically appea.ing in lhe iir$ three yerrs of l;fe
that signiflcantly afiects a person's abiliry tocommunicate, undersrand relationships and relate to others, and is frequently
associated wilh unusual or stereolypical riluals or behaviours.

3. Menial behavior - menul illnesJ means a substantial disorder of thinking, mood. perception, orientation or memory
lhal grossly impajrs judgment, behaviour, capacity to recognize reality or ability to meer the ordinary demands of life, bur
does not include .etardation which is a condition of anesled or incomplele development of mind of a person, specially
chr.acterizcd by sub normality of intelligence.

4. Disability cansed due to -

(a) chronic neurological conditions, such as-
(i) "muhiple sclerosis" meaN an innammatory. nervous system disease in which lhemyelin sheaths around the axons
of nerve ceils of the brain and spinal cod are damaged, leading to demyelination and aftecting lhe ability of nervc

c€lls in the brain and spinal cord to conmunicale with each other;

(ii) "parkinsont disease" means a progressive d;sease ofthe nervous system narked by tremor, muscular dgidity, and

slow, imprecise movemen! chiefly affecting middle-aged and elderly people associated with degeneration of the

basal ganglia of the b.ain rnd a deficiency ofthe neurotransmilter dopamine.

(b) Blood disorder-

(i) "haemophiUa" rneans an inheritable disease, usually affecring only male but transmitted by women lo thcir male

children, characterized by loss or impairment of the rollllal clotting ability ofbluod so that a minor would may result
in fatalbleeding;

(ii)'thalassemia means a group of inheriied disorders characterized by reduced or absent amounts of haemoglobin.

(iii) 'sickle cell disease" means a hemolltic disorder characterized by chronic nnemia, painful evenls, and various

compli€ations due 1() associated tissue and organ damagei hemol)aic" .efers to ihe destruction of the cell membrane

olred blood cells resulting in the release of hemoglobin.

5. Multiple Disabilities (more rhan one of the above specified disabilities) including dcal blirdness which merns a

condition in which a p€rson may have combination of hearing and visual impairments causing severe comrnunrcalron,

developmental. and educalional problems.

6. Any other category as may be notified by lhe Centrul Governmeni.
