4, In this regard, you are requested to circulate Counseling Schedule along with guidelines/rules
to all State/UT Government Authorities/ National Institutions/Universities/State/UT Counseling
authorities etc. for taking necessary action at their tevel for timely conduction of counseling for State
Government/Union Territory quota seats as well as for all India quota seats of ASU & H Private
Institutions in order to complete the process as per the annexed Counseling Schedule.

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GUIDELINES FOR STATE/UT GOVERNMENTS FOR COUNSELLING OF ALL
INDIA QUOTA PRIVATE SEATS:

1; Based on the provisions made in the regulations under IMCC Act, 1970 and HCC
Act, 1973, minimum 15% seats of intake capacity in all ASU & H colleges shall be all India
quota seats.

2. Ministry has decided that Counseling for All India Quota seats including Government,
Government Aided, Deemed Universities, Central Universities and National Institutes for the
Under graduate session 2020-21 will be conducted by AYUSH Admissions Central
Counseling Committee(AACCC), Ministry of AYUSH, Government of India.

3 Further, Counseling for all India quota seats of Private Institutes (other than
Deemed University) will be conducted by counseling authority of respective State/UT
Government for academic session 2020-21.

4. State/UT counseling authorities has to provide sufficient time to NEET-2020
qualified aspirants for registration of counseling for all India quota private seats as well
as should give wider publicity for registration process.

RULES TO BE FOLLOWED FOR ALL INDIA QUOTA PRIVATE SEATS FOR
ADMISSION IN ASU & H UG COURSES FOR ACADEMIC YEAR 2020-21:

1. Seat under all India quota will be open in nature and there shall not be any
requirement for domicile in a particular State/UT or passing of 10+2 in a particular State/UT.

2. State/UT counseling authorities shall conduct 02 Round for all India quota private
seats and after 02™ Round, in case of vacancy may convert these seats into the State/UT
quota.

3. Other criteria will be remain same as for All India quota seats as mentioned on

AACCC official counseling website namely “https://aaccc.gov.in/”.

4, All counseling authorities are advised to read FAQs available and updated on
aforesaid counseling website time to time for updated information regarding eligibility and

other criteria’s.

IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS:

1 Passing marks for eligibility in admission to ASU & H UG courses should be
as per the ASU & H UG regulations and should be followed strictly. Admission
without fulfilling the eligibility criteria will be considered as in-valid and seat may
be cancelled accordingly. The cetails of marks required in 12" Standard for

different categories are as follows:




i.  The candidate must have passed intermediate (10+2) or its equivalent examination
recognised by the concerned State Government and Education Board with the
subjects of Physics, Chemistry, Biology and English individually.

ii. Minimum of 50% marks taken together in Physics, Chemistry and Biology at the
aforesaid qualifying examination in the case of General category.

iii. 40% Marks in the case of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other
Backward Classes.

iv.  Inrespect of persons with disability candidate specified under the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016), the minimum qualifying marks in the said
qualifying examination are as follows:

a) In Physics, Chemistry and Biology shall be 45% in the case of general category.
(for PwD candidates only)

b) 40% in the case of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other
Backward Classes. (for PwD candidates only)

2 For PwD candidates, PwD certificate should be as per the guidelines issued by
Central Government and notified by the CCIM/CCH. (Available on counseling website
under notices section).

3. In case, if an eligible candidate is having valid 12th standard Marks sheet, however,
not having passing certificate of 12" Standard due to non-issuance of same by the concerned
authority. Then, if candidate fulfils all other criteria than he/she has to submit
Affidavit/Undertaking stating that he/she will submit the passing certificate of 12th Standard
as soon as issued by the concerned authority.

NOTIFICATION
New Delhi, the 7th December, 2018
F. No. 24-14/2018 (UG Regulation).—In exercise of the powers conferred by clauses (i), (j) and (k) of

sub-section (1) of section 36 of the Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970 (48 of 1970), the Central Council of
Indian Medicine, with the previous sanction of the Central Government, hereby makes the following regulations further
to amend the Indian Medicine Central Council (Minimum Standards of Education in Indian Medicine) Regulations,
1986, namely:—

1.

[

Short title, commencement and application.—(1) These regulations may be called the Indian Medicine Central
Council (Minimum Standards of Education in Indian Medicine) Amendment Regulations, 2018.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

(3) These regulations shall apply to students who shall be admitted for B.A.M.S., B.S.M.S. and B.U.M.S from
the commencement of the academic session (2019-2020).

In the Indian Medicine Central Council (Minimum Standards of Education in Indian Medicine) Regulations,
1986 (hereinafter referred to as the said regulations) in Schedule-I, for regulation 2, the following regulation
shall be substituted, namely:-

No. 12-13/2006-CCH(Pt.V).—In exercise of the powers conferred by clauses (i), (j) and (k) of
section 33 and sub-section (1) of section 20 of the Homoeopathy Central Council Act, 1973 (59 of 1973), the
Central Council of Homoeopathy, with the previous sanction of the Central Government, hereby makes the
following regulations further to amend the Homoeopathy (Degree Course) Regulations, 1983 namely: -

I Short title and commencement and application—(1) These regulations may be called the
Homoeopathy (Degree Course) Amendment Regulations, 2018.

{2) They shall come inio force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazetie.
(3) These regulations shall apply to students who shall be admitted for B.H.M.S. (Degree Course)
from the commencement of the academic session (2019-2020).
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2. In the Homoeopathy (Degree Course) Regulations, 1983 (hereinafter referred to as the said
regulations), in regulation 4, —

(a) in sub-regulation (i), the following proviso shall be inserted, namely:- “Provided that-

must have obtained a minimum of fifty per cent. marks taken together in Physics, Chemistry and Biology at
the qualifying examination mentioned above for unreserved candidates and forty per cent. marks in respect of
the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes;

(ii) candidate with benchmark disabilities as specified under the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016

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shall be the respective State or Union territory in accordance with the relevant rules and regulations of the
concerned State or Union territory Government, as the case may be.

(vi) The counseling for all admissions to undergraduate course for seats under the all India quota as well as for
all Homoeopathy educational institutions established by the Central Government shall be conducted by the
authority designated by the Central Government.

(vii) No candidate who has failed to obtain the minimum eligibility marks as specified above shall be admitted
to undergraduate course in the said academic year.

{viii) No authority or institution shall admit any candidate to the undergraduate course in contravention of the
criteria or procedure as laid down by these regulations in respect of admissions and any candidate admitted in
contravention of the said criteria or procedure shall be discharged by the Central Council forthwith.

(ix) The authority or institution which grants admission to any student in contravention of the aforesaid
criteria or procedure shall be liable to face action in terms of the provisions of the Act.

(x) For foreign national candidates any other equivalent qualification to be approved by the Central
Government may be allowed, and entrance examination for admission to undergraduate course namely the
National Eligibility Entrance Test (NEET) shall not be applicable for foreign national candidates.”.

Examination”, for part “2. Practical including viva voice or oral” and the entries relating there to, the
following shall be substituted, namely:-
